Online enrollment and progress tracking system used by 12 community treatment provider sites across the United States. Featured data entry management sensitive to client progress through the trial to help ensure valid data input. Provided continuous, real time review of trial progress by protocol and per site for lead site, project sites and NIDA program staff.

Customized Databases for Managing Case Report Forms and Research Protocols in Randomized Clinical Trials


These databases feature data entry forms that appear similar to their paper case report form counterparts, but include sophisticated data entry validation and navigation aids, flexible tools for accessing subsets of the data, simple descriptive statistics and flexible data export routines for producing output in tab-delimited or SPSS formats. Assessments developed include Telephone Contact Screening, DSM-IV Diagnoses of Substance Abuse Disorders, Drug Use Histories, Addiction Severity Index; Colorado Drug/Alcohol Coordinated Data System (DACODS); Visual Analog Scales, POMS, ARCI, OWSC, BDI, Hamilton and others.

Clinical Experiment Control Systems

i) NIDA-funded trials of Buprenorphine Dosing Protocols


These systems enrolled and randomized clients, presented and captured electronic case report form data, and scheduled and tracked blinded daily dosing according to group assignment, and stored and graphed weekly urinalysis results.

ii) NIDA-funded trials of Voucher-based Reinforcement Therapy

These systems enroll and randomize clients, provide scheduling of assessments, store and track target behavior performance, apply reinforcement contingencies and award voucher points, and store and track point balances and item acquisition from voucher stores and voucher store inventories.

Operant Laboratory Data System at Wayne State (OLDSAWS)


Development of LabVIEW "G" data acquisition system for Human Operant Psychology featuring real-time data capture and flexible experimental setup. Provides computerized laboratory analog of classic 'Skinner box" apparatus for use in human laboratory studies. Includes options for eight operant reinforcement schedules (FR,VR, FI, VI, DRL, DRO, DRH and Choice).
